Job Description

Fixed Route Driver

Position Overview

Under the direct supervision of the Operations Manager and/or the Route Driver Supervisor the Fixed Route Driver is responsible for operating buses which require being in control of the bus and knowledge of all equipment used in a safe and efficient manner.  The driver is responsible for providing safety and the well being to their passengers. 

This position is a safety sensitive position and requires you to do a pre-employment drug test and random testing for drug and/or alcohol.

Reporting Relationships

The Fixed Route Driver will report to the Operations Manager and/or the Route Driver Supervisor.

Typical Duties

1. Operate the bus according to printed fixed route schedules.

2. Assist elderly and disabled patrons.

3. Operate bus lift for passengers with a mobility device or as requested.

4. Knowledge of two-way radio etiquette.

5. Perform daily pre-, interim-, and post-trip vehicle inspections.

6. Perform housekeeping tasks to assure a positive vehicle image.

7. Respond positively to public inquiries to District operations.

8. Recommend route service enhancements and efficiencies to supervisor.

9. Assist the Driver Supervisor in helping to train new employees on routes.

10. Daily completion of reports, surveys, and forms.

11. Fuel vehicles when required.

12. Attend all training classes and drivers meetings that are required.

13. Perform other assigned tasks or duties.

Qualifications

1. Education- High school diploma or G.E.D.

2. Two years previous driving experience, operating public transportation vehicles.  Good driving record a must!
3. Experience working with elderly or disabled people.  
4. Ability to understand oral and written instructions.   
5. Certifications needed: Class B Commercial Drivers License with airbrakes and passengers endorsement, DOT Medical Examiners Certificate.
6.    CPR and First Aid certification is recommended.

7.    Must be 18 years of age.

Working Environment

Work is performed in the field operating the bus, regardless of weather conditions.  Drivers are exposed to noise, fumes, and road vibration.
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
